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Kansas State University

Collegiate 4-H Club Constitution

Article I - Name

The name of this organization shall be the Kansas State University Collegiate 4-H Club.

Article II – Purpose

The purpose of this organization shall be to promote a wider acquaintance among members, to maintain and increase their interest in personal development, to develop leaders, to develop future leaders by interacting with youth around the state of Kansas, to aid in any campus or community activity, to foster the best interest of Kansas State University and K-State Research and Extension, and in general, to aid and promote the well being of former 4-H members at this institution.

Article III – Membership

Section 1 – Any student at Kansas State University is eligible for membership.

Section 2 – Any honorary members shall be admitted to membership by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any regular meeting.

Section 3 – Membership will be at lest 50% currently enrolled K-State Students.

Article IV – Officers and Committees

Section 1 – The officers of the Club are to be:  President, Vice-President, Secretary, Treasurer, Ag Council Representative, 4-H Day Coordinator, Officer Training Coordinator, Historian, and Public Relations Coordinator.  These officers shall be elected and installed in April for a one-year term.  During this term, these officers are expected to participate in a majority of Club events.  The duties of these officers are listed at the end of this constitution.

Section 2 – The Executive Council shall include the officers of the Club and the advisor(s). The Executive Council shall meet before the first fall meeting in order to plan the year and at any other time necessary to keep the organization working effectively.

Section 3 – At the September meeting, committees shall be established for, but not limited to Community Service, Promotions, Social Events, and Fundraising.

Article V – Meetings

A regular meeting shall be held on the second and fourth Mondays of each month
during the fall and spring semesters with other meetings held as deemed necessary by

the Executive Council. 
Article VI – Dues

The membership dues shall be $10.00 per member per year or $7.00 per member per semester.  

Article VII – Advisor

The Club should have an advisor(s) who represents K-State Research and Extension.  The Advisor shall supervise all Club activities.  The club may also have a State 4-H Office Liaison to help keep the lines of communication open between the State 4-H office and the club. 
Article VIII – Amendments

This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds vote of the members present at any regular meeting, provided that due notice has been given at a previous regular meeting.

Article IX – Rules of Order

Robert’s Rules of Order shall govern parliamentary procedure in this organization, and shall be followed in all cases unless otherwise specified in this constitution.

Article X – Year End Awards

Section1 – One point will be assigned for each Executive Council or Club sanctioned event

Section 2 – Social Events Committee will tally points for each award.  The Secretary will provide a list of event participants.

Section 3 – Awards will include, but are not limited to Most Active Member, Most Active First Year Member, Friend(s) of Collegiate 4-H, Student of the Month Nominee Recognition, and Graduating Senior Member Recognition.  Other awards may be established at the discretion of the Social Events Committee.

Officer Duties

President:  The President will: complete the Student Organization Registration Form as needed; prepare an agenda and preside over each Executive Council and Club meeting; be an ex-officio member of all committees; keep members working together; and serve as an official spokesperson for the Club.

Vice-President:  The Vice-president will: reserve a location for Club meetings; notify The K-State Collegian of meeting dates and times; preside over meetings in the absence of the President; serve as co-chair of Community Service Committee; supply an article to Pickups once a year, and serve as a contact to Regional and National boards thus supplying information about Regional and National Conferences.  

Secretary:  The Secretary will:  keep minutes of each meeting along with collecting a record of attendance at all Executive Council or Club sanctioned events from contact/organizing person for each event; serve as co-chair for the Social Events Committee; manage the Collegiate 4-H listserv; and e-mail members about up coming events.

Treasurer:  The Treasurer will: keep accurate financial records of Club receipts and expenditures; be co-chair of the Fundraising Committee; be in charge of obtaining SGA funding; and serve as purchasing agent for Collegiate 4-H apparel.

Ag Council Representative:  The Ag Council Representative will: attend Ag Council meetings to represent the Kansas State Collegiate 4-H Club; give Ag Council reports at Club meetings; be in charge of Collegiate 4-H participation in Ag Fest Activities; encourage Collegiate 4-H participation in College of Agriculture activities; and find a substitute if they are unable to attend an Ag Council meeting.

4-H Day Coordinator:  The 4-H Day Coordinator will: maintain contact with Extension Staff who are requesting assistance with County 4-H Day events; recruit Club members and other 4-H alumni on campus to serve as 4-H Day judges; keep communication open between agents and those scheduled to judge; coordinate a training session for all who are serving as judges; submit a list of all who judged and the number of times they judged to the Secretary for Year End Awards; contact inactive members- those members who have missed at least two meetings- to up date them on Club events in the Fall Semester.

Officer Training Coordinator:  The Officer Training Coordinator will: maintain contact with Extension staff who are requesting assistance with Officer Training events; recruit Club members and other 4-H alumni on campus to serve as officer trainers; keep communication open between agents and those scheduled to train; coordinate a training session for all who are serving as trainers; submit a list of all who trained and the number of times they trained to the Secretary for Year End Awards; contact inactive members- those members who have missed at least two meetings- to up date them on Club events in the Spring Semester.

Historian(s):  The Historian(s) will: keep a record of activities and projects throughout the year; update the Collegiate 4-H Historian’s notebook.  The will use the national scrapbook judging guidelines to submit our book at the North Central Regional Conference.
Public Relations Coordinator:  The Public Relations Coordinator will: maintain contact with Extension staff statewide regarding 4-H graduating seniors and other opportunities for Collegiate 4-H to assist them through bi-monthly newsletters; be co-chair of the Promotions Committee; assist with activities where the Collegiate 4-H booth is needed; and update Collegiate 4-H promotional materials and web page.
